Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant

• The Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) supports 
states, local governments, tribes and territories to reduce energy use, 
reduce fossil fuel emissions, and improve energy efficiency.

• The program encompasses a variety of projects that focus on 
improving climate and energy use at the state and local level.

Types of Grant Funding

• Formula Grants to 1,878 local governments, 56 states and territories, 774 
Indian Tribes
• States are required to pass through 60% of their funds to small 

communities that are not already receiving funds directly from DOE

• Competitive Grants to communities not directly eligible based on 
population.

• Timing – 3 year project and budget period for states; 2-year terms for local 
and tribal recipients (for both grants and vouchers). Time adjustments may 
be granted on a case-by-case basis.

State and Territory Sub-Grants
• Subgrant Requirement 
– Each state receiving an 
EECBG grant must use 
no less than 60% to 
provide subgrants to 
local governments that 
are not eligible for 
direct formula grants 
from DOE

• Exempt - DC, American 
Samoa, Northern 
Mariana Islands, Guam, 
Hawaii, and U.S. Virgin 
Islands

EECBG Program Notice 22-01, p. 25 (01/18/23)



Eligible Activities
1. Strategy development
2. Technical consultant services
3. Building energy audits
4. Financial incentive programs
5. Energy efficiency retrofits
6. Energy efficiency and conservation 

programs for buildings and facilities
7. Development and implementation of 

transportation programs
8. Building codes and inspections
9. Energy distribution tech. for energy 

efficiency

10. Material conservation programs
11. Reduction and capture of methane 

and greenhouse gases
12. Traffic signals and street lighting
13. Renewable energy technologies on 

government buildings
14. Programs for financing, purchasing 

and installing energy efficiency, 
renewable energy and zero-emission 
transportation (and associated 
infrastructure) measures



Additional EECBG Considerations
• Applicants must submit an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Strategy describing goals and plan for using the funds to meet goals.

• Optional voucher program – cities (but not states) can choose to receive a voucher for technical assistance or equipment rebate.

• Blueprints – high-impact projects and programs based on proven practices.

• Justice40 – Map investments to disadvantaged communities + consider policy priorities that align with Justice40 initiatives. OMB 
Guidance (January 27, 2023) directs federal agencies to transition to Climate and Economic Justice Screening Tool (CEJST)

• Cost Match – Not required

• Build America, Buy American – Project-specific; waivers may be granted.

• Davis Bacon (Prevailing Wage) - Applies.



Key Dates and Deadlines

• All applicants must submit a pre-award information sheet by April 28, 
2023.
• Register on SAM.gov and FedConnect now

• Full applications
• States – due July 31, 2023

• Local governments – due Jan. 31, 2024

• DOE will review and approve applications based on type of application + 
project type.
